Place the Bathseat in the bath before filling with
water, press down firmly to secure the sucker feet.

Please Note
To remove from the bath lift the suction release tab
on each of the sucker feet (see fig.2).

Clean with non-abrasive cleaners suitable for use
with plastic baths. DO NOT store in direct sunlight.
Inspect the seat for wear and tear and correct fitting
each time before use. This product is warranted to
specification for 3 years, spare parts are available.

Assembly

Remove the four sucker feet from the leg sockets
by pushing catch 'A' inwards at slot 'B' to release.

When the catch is released fully the foot will slide
out easily (see Fig.3). Slot B

Push each of the four leg extensions into the Ensurelr 'e?ach piece is pushed fully home and
sockets on the Bathseat, followed by the four catc'h .A is fully engaged in the rectangular
sucker feet (see fig.4). slot 'B' (see fig.5).

1. One set of leg extensions raises your Bathseat to 8" high.

2. Two sets of leg extensions raises your Bathseat to 10" high.

3. Should an additional set of leg extensions be required, taking the
height to 12", the safe working load must be limited to 160kg (25 st).

4. No more than 3 extensions per leg must ever be used.
